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Guide to Plan Drawing Standards for

Deposited Plans lodged in the Land Titles Office

This bulletin sets out drawing standards for deposited plans prepared by any method,
including CAD systems.

Drawing standards for plans prepared for strata schemes are similar to those for
deposited plans, however, other relevant publications should be consulted when
preparing a plan under strata scheme legislation.
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I. General
.

Statutory requirements for deposited plan preparation are contained in:

Conveyancing Act 1919 and Conveyancing (General) Regulation 1998
Surveyors Act 1929 and Surveyors (Practice) Regulation 1996
Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979

Pipelines Act 1967 and Pipelines Regulation 1993

Community Land Development Regulation 1995,

Deposited plans must be drafted in a manner and scale that allows for clear

reproduction by copying processes used in the Land Titles Office.
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¢ Large variations in line and character thickness must be avoided.

¢ Deposited plans consisting of more than 4 sheets require approval from the
Manager, Plan Registration Branch, Title Creation Division.

e All deposited plans should be accurately prepared on a medium approved by the
Registrar General - see para. 2.

# The north point should be directed upward. The orientation of the survey should
be noted on the north point.

* Colour 1s not permissible on deposited plans.

= FEasement sites should be designated by using ‘Alpha’ characters. Where the
easement site covers more than one sheet of the deposited plan, designations must
be consistent.

* Where reference or permanent marks are tabulated on more than one sheet of the
deposited plan, designations must be consistent.

2. Plan Forms

Each deposited plan sheet must be drawn on polyester film, paper (see below) or
some other medium approved by the Registrar General. Deposited Plan forms 1, 1A,
2, 2A, 3, [4 and 5(Community Plans)] are Approved Forms of the Registrar General.

Use of paper as a medium for deposited plan forms

Paper may be used for all original deposited plan forms providing the following
requirements are met. It must:

e be of archival quality
s be white and free from blemishes and discolouration
s be not less than 120 gsm and

e comply with Australian Standard AS 4003-1996.

3. Symbols, Conventions and Expression of
Measurement

3.1 Length
The metre (m) is the only permissible unit of length. The symbol *‘m’ must not be
shown.

Linear measurements must be expressed as metres or parts of a metre correct to 3

decimal places. Measurements of less than one metre must be preceded by the
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
