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Application by a Surveyor to Defer Placement of
Survey Marks

This bulletin contains information on the method of obtaining consent for deferred
placement of survey marks pursuant to Clause 60 of the Surveyors (Practice)
Regulation 1996, lodgment in the Land Titles Office of the plan over land for which
the deferment was granted, and the action required when the marks are placed.

Cl. 60 allows for the placement of survey marks to be deferred where there is a
possibility of marks being destroyed or disturbed during development or road
construction work. Generally, only placement of reference (RM's) and permanent
marks (PM’s) will be deferred.

Lodgment of Application

Applications to defer the placement of survey marks are made to the Surveyor
General through the Cadastral Management Unit by seading 2 copies of the plan
together with the prescribed security fee to:

Duration of Deferment
The deferred reference marks must be placed within:

= 28 days trom the completion of the construction [cl. 60(5)(b)] or

= 6 months from the completion of the survey [cl. 60(5)(a)], whichever is earlier.

Surveyor General’s Requirements

The requirements of the Survevor General may be obiained from the Cadastral
Management Unit at the above address. Copies of the guidelines and application
forms issued by the Cadastral Management Unit, current a’ the date of re-issue of this
bulletin, are annexed.

The Surveyor General requires the surveyor to produce evidence that a comprehensive
network of other marks have been placed in safe and protzcted locations throughout
the development. These marks must be suitable for defining the new lots or road(s) in
the plan.
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
