MAINTENANCE WORKS FOR BRUNSWICK HEADS TRAINING
WALL

Minister for Lands, Tony Kelly, today advised that maintenance of the
Brunswick Heads training wall will occur between Wednesday, 24 June and
Friday, 26 June 2009.

Mr Kelly said $34,000 will be spent to repair the eastern training wall that has
experience some minor subsidence.

“Access to the eastern wall adjacent to the caravan park may be restricted
between the hours of 7am and 4pm from 24 — 26 June.

“The Department of Lands’ Soil Conservation Service is managing the project
with the works being undertaken by local company JM Bashforth and Sons
Pty Ltd.

“The Lands Department manages breakwaters and training walls at 21 river
entrances along the NSW coast, along with 25 minor ports.

“The NSW Government is committed to maintaining and investing in regional
infrastructure for local communities,” Mr Kelly said.
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
